· positive outcomes gained from the research findings
· negative outcomes – that is are there any unanswered questions or gaps in our existing knowledge about the research topic area – if so what are they? What else needs to be done to reach a more objective outcome
· by comparing the +ves and –ves what possible conclusions can be offered here?
